RECEIVER’S QUARTERLY REPORT FOR RECEIVERSHIP ESTATE 
OF (A) THURMAN P. BRYANT, III, AND (B) BRYANT UNITED 

CAPITAL FUNDING, INC. 
(QUARTER ENDING JUNE 30, 2017) 

Jennifer Ecklund, the Court-appointed Receiver (the “Receiver”) for the Thurman P. 

Bryant, III (“Bryant”) and Bryant United Capital Funding, Inc. (“BUCF”) (Bryant and BUCF, 

collectively, the “Bryant Defendants”) and Relief Defendant Arthur F. Wammel (“Wammel”), 

Relief Defendant Wammel Group, LLC (the “Wammel Group”), and Wammel Group Holdings 

Partnership (“WGHP”) (together Wammel, Wammel Group, and WGHP, the “Wammel Relief 
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Defendants”) receivership estates (together, the “Receivership Estate” or the “Receivership”)1 

in the above-captioned case (the “Case”), by and through undersigned counsel, hereby files this 

Receiver’s First Quarterly Report. 

I. 
BACKGROUND 

1. On May 15, 2017 (the “SEC Application Date”), Plaintiff, the Securities and 

Exchange Commission (“SEC”), filed its application for the appointment of a receiver for 

Defendants, Thurman P. Bryant, III and Bryant United Capital Funding, Inc. [Docket No. 4] (the 

“SEC Application”). 

2. On May 15, 2017, after the Court’s review of the SEC Application and upon the 

Court’s conclusion that the Court has subject matter jurisdiction over this case and personal 

jurisdiction over the Defendants, the Court determined that entry of an order appointing a 

receiver over the Defendants was both necessary and appropriate to marshal, conserve, hold and 

operate all of the Defendants’ assets pending further order of the Court.  Accordingly, the Court 

entered the Order Appointing Receiver on May 15, 2017, naming Jennifer Ecklund as the 

Receiver over the Receivership Estate of the Bryant Defendants.  See Dkt. No. 17.  The same 

day, the Court entered the Order Granting Ex Parte Temporary Restraining Order, Freezing 

Assets, Granting Other Equitable Relief, and Setting Hearing for Preliminary Injunction. See 

Dkt. No. 16.  

3. The May 15 Order Appointing Receiver was expanded on July 19, 2017 [Docket 

No. 48] (the “Receivership Order”), to add the Wammel Relief Defendants to the Receivership.  

                                                 
1 References to the “Receivership Estate” in this Quarterly Report only include the estate of the Bryant Defendants, 
not the Wammel Relief Defendants, as the Wammel Relief Defendants were not included in the Receivership during 
the Reporting Period (as defined herein). 
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The Receivership Order did not change the substance of the Receiver’s original powers as set 

forth in the May 15 Order.   

4. Pursuant to the Receivership Order, the Receiver is charged with marshaling and 

preserving all the assets of the Receivership Assets (as defined in the Receivership Order).  The 

Receivership Order directed that the Receiver file an initial report within the first 30 days 

following her appointment (the “Initial Status Report”), which the Receiver filed on June 14, 

2017 and incorporates Dkt. No. 32 herein.  The Receivership Order further directs that the 

Receiver report on a quarterly basis her activities within 30 days after the end of each calendar 

quarter (defined in the Order as the “Quarterly Status Report”).  Receivership Order at 

para. 52. 

5. The Receiver would note that on July 19, 2017, the Court approved the Receiver’s 

Ex Parte Motion to Expand the Receivership [Dkt. No. 44] and entered an Ex Parte Order 

Granting Receiver’s Ex Parte Emergency Motion to Expand the Receivership and Asset Freeze 

Against the Wammel Defendants, for Temporary Restraining Order, and for Preliminary 

Injunction.  See Dkt. No. 49. Because the May 15 Order Appointing Receiver was expanded to 

include the Wammel Relief Defendants after the end of this Reporting Period, this First 

Quarterly Report does not formally report on the assets or liabilities of the Wammel Relief 

Defendants. 

6. In compliance with the Receivership Order, this Quarterly Status Report covers 

this information as contains the following information at Section III: 

(a) A summary of the operations of the Receiver; 

(b) The amount of cash on hand, the amount and nature of accrued 
administrative expenses, and the amount of unencumbered funds in the 
estate; 
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(c) A schedule of all the Receiver’s receipts and disbursements (attached as 
Exhibit A to the Quarterly Status Report), with one column for the 
quarterly period covered and a second column for the entire duration of 
the receivership; 

(d) A description of all known Receivership Property, including approximate 
or actual valuations, anticipated or proposed dispositions, and reasons for 
retaining assets where no disposition is intended2; 

(e) A description of liquidated and unliquidated claims held by the 
Receivership Estate, including the need for forensic and/or investigatory 
resources; approximate valuations of claims; and anticipated or proposed 
methods of enforcing such claims (including likelihood of success in:  (i) 
reducing the claims to judgment; and, (ii) collecting such judgments); 

(f) A list of all known creditors with their addresses and the amounts of their 
claims; 

(g) The status of Creditor Claims Proceedings, after such proceedings have 
been commenced; and 

(h) The Receiver’s recommendations for a continuation or discontinuation of 
the receivership and the reasons for the recommendations. 

Receivership Order, ¶ 53. 

7. Because the Receiver was appointed mid-quarter (May 15), this First Quarterly 

Report covers the period of May 15, 2017 through June 30, 2017 (the “Reporting Period”). 

II. 
GENERAL OVERVIEW 

8. During the Reporting Period, the Receiver actively seized, inventoried, and 

investigated assets and liabilities of the Receivership Estate.  This inventory included preserving 

hard and electronic data.  The Receiver also analyzed thousands of documents, interviewed 

numerous creditors and investors, and worked with various other individuals and counsel in an 

attempt to locate assets for distribution to stakeholders.  Many of the tasks performed by the 

                                                 
2 In further compliance with the Receivership Order, the information contained herein reflects the existence, value, 
and location of all Receivership Property, and of the extent of liabilities, both those claimed to exist by others and 
those the Receiver believes to be legal obligations of the Receivership Estate, to the best of the Receiver’s 
knowledge as of the Reporting Period.

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Receiver apply equally to the Bryant Defendants. Accordingly, the statements and reports 

contained within this First Quarterly Report should be read to apply equally to the Bryant 

Defendants unless specifically noted to apply to a specific Receivership Estate.3 

III. 
REPORT SPECIFIC TO RECEIVERSHIP ESTATE  

 Summary of Receiver’s Operations A.

9. At the commencement of the Reporting Period and upon the Receiver’s 

appointment, the Receiver took swift action to maintain the status quo and preserve the 

Receivership Estate. Some of the actions the Receiver and her team took included: 

(a) Changing the locks at Defendant Bryant’s primary residence and taking an 
inventory of the assets located therein; 
 

(b) Collecting and/or forwarding all mail from the primary residence to the 
Receiver and establishing protocol for handling of incoming mail; 

 
(c) Investigating and securing storage units leased by Defendant Bryant, 

taking an inventory of the assets located therein, and developing plan to 
empty storage units and terminate related lease agreements; 

 
(d) Meeting with Defendant Bryant’s (now former) counsel to discuss going-

forward issues; 
 
(e) Engaging Ernst & Young (“E&Y”) to inventory and image electronic 

devices at the Bryant residence; 
 

(f) Engaging Veritas Advisory Group, Inc. (“Veritas”) to perform forensic 
accounting and coordinating appropriate follow up with respect to various 
identified accounts and/or persons or entities of interest discovered, as 
well as to investigate and determine identifying information as to the 
BUCF Investors, including amounts invested; 

 
(g) Taking steps to secure the virtual office location of Defendant BUCF in 

Katy, Texas by inspecting the premises, canceling lease, and collecting 
and/or forwarding all mail to the Receiver;

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(h) Taking steps to move family horse to lower-cost stable and begin 
preparation for potential sale of horse; 

 
(i) Communicating with relevant valuation consultants regarding inventoried 

personalty, including on-line auction house, equine consultant, and gun 
consultant;  

 
(j) Contacting GoDaddy, Inc. and other domain hosts to terminate the BUCF 

website4; 
 

(k) Establishing a line of communication with investors5 by creating a 
receivership-specific website (http://bucfreceivership.tklaw.com) and a 
dedicated Receiver e-mail address (BUCFReceivership@tklaw.com); 
 

(l) Commencing review of production served on the SEC in advance of the 
SEC filing the Complaint and any supplemental productions thereafter; 

 
(m) Conducting research as to persons and entities of interest, including the 

Relief Defendants and companies owned or operated by Defendant 
Bryant, based on the Receiver’s investigation; 

 
(n) Serving copies of the Agreed Preliminary Injunction on the Relief 

Defendants and other persons and entities of interest based on the 
Receiver’s investigation;  

 
(o) Seeking and/or reviewing information from named Relief Defendants and 

other persons and entities of interest based on the Receiver’s investigation; 
 

(p) Having on-going communications with pro se Defendant Bryant regarding 
his obligations and duties during the Receivership;  

 
(q) Opening the Receiver’s bank account in accordance with the Receivership 

Order; 
 

(r) Satisfying on-going, ordinary course obligations of the Receivership 
Estate in order to maintain the status quo, including paying rent for the 
storage units, buying new locks, having mail forwarded, etc.;  

 
(s) Responding to investor inquiries and reviewing information submitted by 

investors in furtherance of the Receiver’s duties pursuant to the 
Receivership Order; and

create a list of investor names and contact information during the Reporting Period.  
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(t) Preparing, filing, and serving the Receiver’s Initial Report on all known 

Investors. 
 

10. The Receivership Order provided for an asset freeze, which resulted in 

approximately $12,4256 in funds in accounts located at various financial institutions where 

Defendant Bryant has signing authority on the accounts being frozen. See Line 14 of the attached 

Exhibit A.  The Receiver has filed a Motion to Liquidate and Terminate [Dkt. No. 66] (the 

“Motion to Liquidate”), which includes a request to liquidate and deposit frozen funds to an 

account owned by the Receiver. In addition, the Receiver has identified funds held by various 

individuals that she believes are Receivership funds, and is working to have those funds brought 

into the Receivership account. 

11. The Receiver continued to collect and/or review financial records and statements 

from financial institutions that may have accounts related to the Receivership Estate. 

Supplemental document production continues on a rolling basis, and the Receiver will analyze 

such information to locate, preserve, and obtain all available assets belonging to the Receivership 

Estate. 

12. The Receiver continues her endeavors to analyze and collect evidence and 

information produced by various individuals and institutions. The Receiver remains in close 

contact with counsel to the SEC to ensure all documents produced are received and subsequently 

analyzed.  The Receiver also endeavors to interview every interested person willing to be 

interviewed by the Receiver or her counsel.  Several persons agreed to be interviewed and have 

been helpful in locating relevant information.  The Receiver further has included in her Motion

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to Liquidate a request to liquidate certain personalty in order to bring additional funds into the 

Receivership Estate and alleviate the burden of maintaining the property itself. 

 Cash on Hand / Administrative Expenses B.

13. The Receiver continues her investigation into assets and liabilities of the 

Defendants.  During the Reporting Period, the bulk of the information regarding Defendants’ 

assets and liabilities was either (i) gathered through the on-site inspection of the various premises 

described below (the Bryant home, storage units, and Katy, Texas virtual office) or (ii) provided 

by records produced to the SEC and mail received by the Receiver (as a result of the mail 

forwards). The Receiver is actively supplementing her investigation by reviewing mail received, 

documents submitted, and requesting additional information from various sources, including, if 

necessary, pursuant to subpoenas issued to financial institutions and/or depositions of persons or 

representatives of entities of interest.  

14. The Receiver’s investigation has not had the benefit of the reports that Defendant 

Bryant was required to file pursuant to the Receivership Order (i.e., the initial statement 

regarding property, which was due May 25, 2017 (the “First Statement”) or the statement 

regarding property (the “Second Statement”), which was due June 4, 2017. See Receivership 

Order at paras. 9 and 10. However, Defendant Bryant did submit a sworn statement to the 

Receiver late in the day on June 12, 2017 (the “June Statement”), which the Receiver has 

reviewed and utilized in preparation of this First Quarterly Report, in particular in its 

identification of potential non-investor creditors.  

15. Ordinary Course Expenses.  During the Reporting Period, the only expenditure 

made from the Receivership account was for a check order related to the Receivership Account, 

which totaled $132.60.  See Line 10d of the attached Exhibit A.   In addition, there were 
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expenses incurred in the ordinary course of the Receiver’s duties that the Receiver paid through 

money advanced by T&K due to (a) the Receivership bank account not yet being established 

and/or checks for the Receivership bank account having not yet been delivered during the 

Reporting Period and (b) an immediate need to preserve the status quo for the cost to change the 

locks, to forward mail, to move and secure property (including the horse), to preserve property in 

the storage units, to provide security during the initial days of the seizure of Receivership 

Property, and to store electronic information and data (the “T&K Advanced Expenses”), which 

amounts the Receiver will seek reimbursement for in her first interim application.7 

16. Certain expenses incurred in the ordinary course of business by the Receiver 

during the Reporting Period remain outstanding and will be identified in the reporting period in 

which they are paid.  For instance, the Receiver incurred expenses relating to the preservation of 

ESI by engaging E&Y, and has identified certain ongoing expenses that the Receivership Estate 

is incurring on a regular and continuing basis in the ordinary course, such as rent for the (former) 

Bryant family home, rent for the storage facilities, care for Enchanted Sky (the horse), and other 

similar charges.  As identified in the Motion to Liquidate, the Receiver is seeking to terminate as 

many of these recurring charges as possible to preserve value of the Receivership Estate. 

17. Receiver and Retained Professional Fees.  In accordance with the Receivership 

Order, the Receiver and her Retained Professionals are entitled to compensation for services 

rendered on behalf of the Receivership Estate.  As will be detailed in the interim fee applications 

of the applicable Retained Professional, the Receiver and her Retained Professionals have 

worked diligently during the Reporting Period to address the myriad issues that have arisen, 

including, but not limited to, correspondence with financial institutions and interested persons, 

                                                 
7 Because Exhibit A is a cash-basis accounting report, these expenses ($4,047.34) incurred by the Receivership 
Estate but advanced by T&K do not appear in the SFAR report. 
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investigation of assets and liabilities, investigation of invested amounts by Investors and other 

related matters.   

18. During the Reporting Period, the Receivership Estate incurred expenses for the 

services of the Receiver and her Retained Professionals (T&K and Veritas) (the “Reporting 

Period Professional Fees”).  These amounts are subject to the initial 30-day fee cap and hold 

back guidelines established in the Receivership Order. See Receivership Order at ¶ 51. The 

Receiver and her Retained Professionals will be filing applications that provide further detail 

regarding these fees, and no Reporting Period Professional Fees will be paid without express 

Court approval. 

19. The Receiver is concerned by the continued administrative costs associated with 

this Case, given the value of the readily identifiable assets of the Receivership Estate disclosed 

by Defendant Bryant and his allies and family members.  The Receiver continues to be cost 

conscious while balancing the needs of the interested investors and other stakeholders.   

 Receiver’s Receipts and Disbursements C.

20. The Receiver received and deposited approximately $30,000 in the Receiver’s 

bank account during the Reporting Period, each detailed below and reflected in Exhibit A at Line 

8a.

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21. The June 12, 2017 wire transfer of $29,871.56 is the funds remaining from a 

$120,000 transfer by Defendant Bryant to Relief Defendant Thurman P. Bryant, Jr. See Dkt. No. 

30. 

22. The only disbursement that has been made by the Receiver from the Receiver 

bank account is identified in Exhibit A at Line 10d for administrative expenses relating to the 

Receiver’s bank account itself (a check order).  The Receiver did not disburse any funds during 

the Reporting Period to non-investor creditors or investors.  

 Receivership Property D.

23. Upon her appointment, the Receiver took possession of the primary residence of 

Defendant Bryant.  Defendant Bryant lived in an 8,000 square-foot home located in a DFW 

suburb (the “Home”).  Defendant Bryant occupied the home pursuant to a lease, and thus the 

Receiver was required to coordinate with the owner/landlord of the residence to, among other 

things, change the locks on the home.     

24. The Receiver negotiated with (now former) counsel to Defendant Bryant to allow 

Defendant Bryant and his family limited access to the residence in order to allow him to close his 

family affairs (including tending to the final week of the school year), to remove clothing and 

similar personal property that the Receiver believes was of inconsequential value, and to make 

arrangements for his family. 

25. The Receiver also secured and took possession of two (2) rented storage units at a 

Public Storage facility that contain a motorcycle, a 1936 Ford hot rod,8 a set of tires, and 

miscellaneous personal effects and holiday decorations. 

                                                 
8 The Receiver is working to confirm the nature and extent of any liens on the 1936 Ford hotrod and 2013 Victory 
Tour motorcycle. 
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26. The Receiver took possession of a horse and related tack belonging to Defendant 

Bryant.   

27. The Receiver further identified three leased vehicles and is taking steps to return 

the vehicles and terminate the leases related thereto.   

28. The Receiver has further investigated and will continue to search for the existence 

of additional property. 

29. The Receiver has worked with various consultants to estimate the value of the 

personal property found at the Home and the Public Storage units and to develop a plan for 

liquidating same, including (1) an equine consultant, (2) a gun liquidator, (3) a car broker, and 

(4) an auctioneer that conducts virtual estate sales.  The estimated values are reflected on Exhibit 

B attached hereto, which values are subject to change on further investigation and analysis.   

30. The Receiver has prepared a summary listing of the personal property of the 

Receivership Estate, which is attached as Exhibit B-1 hereto, and includes an inventory of the 

more than 900 items identified in the Home9 and the storage units.  There are some items of 

interest, such as guns,10 designer handbags, and various furniture, furnishings, accessories and 

electronics.   

31. As reflected on Lines 14b - 14c of Exhibit A hereto, the Receiver has identified 

additional frozen accounts at various financial institutions. Specifically, the Receiver has 

identified a CD worth approximately $2,054. See Line 14b. The Motion to Liquidate includes a 

request to liquidate and deposit the frozen funds in the Receiver’s account.  Additionally, the 

Receiver identified, and became named as the beneficiary of, a life insurance policy on the life of 

Defendant Bryant with $1,500,000 death benefit (though the policy has no apparent cash value).   
                                                 
9 This inventory was completed after law enforcement served a search warrant and seized certain items from the 
Home.  The Receiver has requested (but not yet received) an inventory of all items seized by law enforcement. 
10 Relief Defendant Bryant contests ownership of at least two of the guns. 
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32. Through the Motion to Liquidate, the Receiver is seeking permission to liquidate 

the items inventoried in Exhibit B-1 through various consultants.  For example, the auctioneer 

will organize, arrange, display and sell the bulk of the personal effects from the Home and the 

Storage Units, and would receive a percentage of the gross sales and is ready to begin the 

process. Additionally, the gun liquidator has informed the Receiver of upcoming events that are 

high-value opportunities to liquidate the guns recovered from the Home.  

33. The Receiver is investigating whether the Receivership Estate has any additional 

leases or property outside of the Eastern District of Texas, and will file a notice of receivership 

and a copy of the SEC Application and the Receivership Order in each jurisdiction in which the 

Receiver suspects Defendants may own assets by August 28, 2017, in accordance with the Order 

Extending the deadline set forth in 28 U.S.C. § 754.  See Dkt. No. 55]. 

34. Investigations into tracking all assets of the Receivership Estate is ongoing.  For 

instance, the Receiver has identified assets originating from the Receivership Estate that have 

been transferred to the Wammel Relief Defendants, which led to the entry of the expansion of 

the May 15 Order Appointing Receiver and the related Ex Parte Order Granting Receiver’s Ex 

Parte Emergency Motion to Expand the Receivership and Asset Freeze Against the Wammel 

Defendants, for Temporary Restraining Order, and for Preliminary Injunction [Dkt. No. 49]. The 

Receiver will detail her findings relevant to the Wammel Relief Defendants in future quarterly 

reports, but by way of preview, as of the filing of this First Quarterly Report, the Receiver is 

investigating an airplane, multiple leased premises, motor vehicles, electronic media, and bank 

accounts associated with the Wammel Relief Defendants. 
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 Claims Held By Receivership Estate E.

35. The Receiver’s investigation is ongoing and includes the review of documents 

produced by financial institutions or otherwise.  The Receiver is also working with Veritas to 

perform certain forensic analyses.  While the Receiver is still relatively early in her investigation 

and has not yet identified specific claims held by the Receivership Estate, the Receiver 

anticipates having at least some claims for fraudulent transfer, including with respect to Relief 

Defendant Carlos Goodspeed.  And while the activity occurred outside the Reporting Period, the 

Receiver has acted on information initially being investigated during the Reporting Period with 

respect to the Wammel Relief Defendants.  

 Known Creditors F.

36. Non-Investor Creditors. The Receiver has identified potential non-investor 

creditors based on her investigation to date, including review of Defendant Bryant’s June 

Statement, records provided by financial institutions, and mail received by the Receivership 

Estate. The Receiver has taken steps to reduce, as much as possible, recurring charges.  For 

example, the Receiver is working to return the leased vehicles and terminate the related leases.    

Attached hereto as Exhibit C is a list of identified or potential non-investor creditors.  This list 

does not include any medical-related creditors (as mailings related thereto have been returned to 

the Bryants in the interest of their medical privacy), and also does not cover accounts that are 

solely in the name of Defendant Bryant’s wife.   

37. Investors. The Receiver has compiled the attached list of presumed investors 

with the assistance of Veritas’s review of financial records and based on the Receiver’s review of 
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other records, including investor statements and the June Statement provided to the Receiver.11  

The investor list is attached as Exhibit D hereto.   

38. The Receiver has taken steps to ensure she has up-to-date contact information for 

each Investor identified, including updating investor information as investors contact the 

Receiver or her counsel.  Each of the presumed investors for which contact information could be 

found was sent a copy of the Initial Report, which Report was delivered by e-mail, where 

possible, and regular mail if no e-mail was available.  In addition, the Initial Report was posted 

on the Receiver’s website.   

39. During the Reporting Period, the Receiver received numerous emails and phone 

calls from investors.  The Receiver has asked that all investor communications be made through 

e-mail or mail.   

40. The Receiver has identified approximately 166 investors.12 

 Creditor Claims Proceedings G.

41. The Receiver has not yet requested the Court approve creditor claim procedures.  

The Receiver will request approval of creditor claim procedures only after the Receiver has 

confirmed there will be assets available for distribution. 

 Receiver’s Recommendations H.

42. The Reporting Period covers less than 7 weeks (46 days) since the Receiver’s 

appointment.  As such, while the Receiver seized control of readily identifiable assets and 

operations and began her diligence of identifying additional assets and liabilities, it is too soon to 

make a final recommendation as to how the Receivership Estate should be resolved.
